Welcome to URS Australia’s The Things We Value Report on our economic, social and environmental
performance covering the financial and calendar year 2009.

2009 was a challenging year for organisations and individuals, with the economic and financial turmoil
from the Global Financial Crisis (GFC). Despite the difficulties, URS Australia continued to achieve
throughout the year with sensibly strong financial performance and a continued robust commitment to the
environment and communities in which we operate.

As a business we understand that integration of sustainability principles within our own operations and on
client projects is essential to our long term success. Reporting to stakeholders on our sustainability
performance is an important part of our commitment.

Particular highlights for the year featured in this Report include:
— one million hours worked (equal to 148 days) in Australia and New Zealand without a recordable injury

— collective volunteering and fundraising efforts to the value of $18,673 from all Australian offices for
the Victorian Black Saturday fires

— commitment to environmental stewardship with the appointment of a new Asia Pacific Environmental
Stewardship Manager as part of an ordered succession for this important role

— introduction of new online automation processes away from paper based procedures minimising paper
consumption. A total reduction of 21% from 2008 levels per FTE

— a strongly enhanced commitment to high performance Quality Management with planned initiatives
and resourcing to match

— sensible financial performance with gross revenue growth of 2.3% despite the GFC

— the introduction of the company-wide Pyramid Awards to recognise technical excellence and business
achievement.

The theme for this year's Report is Sustainable Synergies. In looking back on 2009 our sense is that we
worked hard together to ‘get the job done’. Our people shared knowledge, resources, experience and
abilities to support clients and respond to their needs and to support colleagues across the region in
realising opportunities. In a number of the focus areas covered in this Report, there are examples of where
we have worked with colleagues across the Asia Pacific region and other parts of the URS Corporation to
deliver improved services and to put in place systems or programmes which will set strong foundations for
the future.

In closing | thank our clients and business partners for their on-going support, and everyone at URS for
their work and commitment over the last year.

In 2009 we continued to conduct business with uncompromising integrity and ethical behaviour at all times.

Providing quality on time — the first time

URS Asia Pacific defines quality as “Providing superior value through work products and services that meet
URS requirements and those of our customers on time — the first time”. Delivering quality is therefore
fundamentally about integrity — doing what we say we’ll do — and how we manage quality is a key plank of
responsible governance.

URS Asia Pacific committed to adopting the newly-revised Quality Management System (QMS) developed by
URS in the United States. Adopting the system builds consistency in quality management across most of the
URS geography and enables the Asia Pacific operations to benefit from (and contribute to) quality
development efforts. The QMS is designed to assist us to realise the following 12 Quality Principles, which are
aligned to our value of ‘Responsible governance and integrity”:

Contributing to community wellbeing

2009 in review

Our commitment to community wellbeing continued to strengthen in 2009 through volunteering, fundraising
and sponsorship efforts across education, welfare, arts & culture, health, and development.

This year our contribution was even more significant through a couple of national initiatives where all the
Australian offices united; The Victorian Bushfire Appeal and The 10,000 Steps Challenge.

The Black Saturday fires left devastating effects for the Victorian community. In a concerted effort to help out,
all Australian offices came together to volunteer their time in cleaning up, donating clothes, household goods
and money and assisting in sorting and packing goods for immediate relief. Several Melbourne office staff
volunteered their time and energy to the clean up of the fire ravaged township of Flowerdale. URS Australia
matched dollar for dollar the donations raised by employees with $18,673 in total given to the Red Cross.

The 10,000 Steps Challenge involved over 500 URS Australia employees competing against each other by
tracking the number of steps taken over the course of a day. This promoted the importance of health and
physical activity. As part of the challenge employees were encouraged to seek sponsorship in order to raise
funds for South East Asia Investigations into Social and Humanitarian Activities (SISHA). More than $1,450
was raised in total by the offices.

Other initiatives throughout the year in various offices included participation in Clean Up Australia Day,
Movember, The Biggest Morning Tea, a monthly Canteen fundraiser, the Santa Fun Run for Variety Children’s
Charity, the David Smith Memorial Bike Challenge and the Homeless Connect Project.

2009 in review

In 2009 the Australian Human Resources team improved operating efficiency and provided enhanced services
to the business by partnering closely with the global HR community within URS Corporation on some key
projects (see below). We anticipate these improvements continuing in 2010 and beyond, resulting in
consistent and best practice activities that will support all of our “people” processes.

At a local office level, there have been a continued range of formal and informal training events, programs and
activities aimed at supporting the theme of URS as a Great Place to Work. These initiatives are frequently driven
by individual employees taking the opportunity to develop their own interests and share their enthusiasm with
others in ways that result in collective positive experiences.

On-line salary administration system

A small project team, led by Corporate HR, worked on the development and implementation of an automated
salary administration system resulting in a more streamlined process, reduced paperwork and improved
workflow efficiency.

New employee awards program — the Pyramid Awards

URS Corporation introduced a new, Company-wide awards program this year, known as the Pyramid Awards.
This program is designed to reward and recognise employees, at various levels of the organisation, who achieve
the highest standards of professional excellence, while promoting a positive work environment where people
are encouraged to achieve their full potential. The award categories for this program were Technical Excellence,
Innovation, Project Management, Safety, Business Development, Support Services and Special Recognition. All
employees were able to submit nominations for an individual or group and winners were announced globally
and presented with an award in their local office.

Automation of induction process — VE Salute

In collaboration with our US counterparts, URS Asia Pacific successfully implemented a new web based
application (VE Salute) to streamline our induction process for new employees and improve overall efficiencies
for HR. The system centralises previous hard copy acknowledgements and forms, reducing the need for paper
records, and employees also learn about the company through the system. This new process has significantly
accelerated our new hire productivity which has in turn helped to quickly engage new hires and enhance their
first-day impressions of the company.

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Keeping people safe and well

2009 in review

Keeping people safe and well is of paramount importance to URS and our clients. The Asia Pacific Health and
Safety Team continue to update and improve our Health and Safety Management System. Providing up to date
policies, procedures, training and support is vital to our success. 2009 has been one of major change with the
achievement of independent certification for our Health and Safety Management System in Australia and New
Zealand.

It is however the sum of the efforts of every individual employee which make the biggest impact on our ability
to keep our people safe and well. By embracing the 4sight program, employees have an opportunity each and
every day to make a difference and identify hazards before they become incidents.

Certification of the URS Health and Safety Management System

During 2009 the URS Asia Pacific Health and Safety Management System restructure was completed, aligning
it with the Australian/New Zealand standard for Health and Safety Management Systems AS/NZS 4801. This
work set the stage for URS Asia Pacific to seek independent certification to AS/NZS 4801. The process of
independent certification commenced in offices across the region in May 2009. Each office was independently
audited for two days and covered all the main aspects of a Health and Safety Management System including:

— Health & Safety Policy

— hazard identification risk assessment and control

— objectives and targets

— responsibility and accountability

— communication and consultation

— emergency response

— incident investigation, corrective and preventative action.

At the completion of the audit process, certification was achieved for all offices across Australia and New
Zealand. This is confirmation that the policies, procedures and processes that make up the URS Asia Pacific

Health and Safety Management System are of the highest standard and provide a solid platform to provide
our employees, clients and other stakeholders with a safe and healthy work environment.

Maintaining certification requires surveillance audits to be conducted in four offices across the region every

2009 in review
2009 was a year to celebrate a significant improvement in our environmental performance as signalled below:
— We continued to maintain certification of our Environmental Management System to 1IS014001.

— We signalled our increasing commitment to environmental stewardship with the appointment of an Asia
Pacific Environmental Stewardship Manager.

— We developed stronger networks with our environmental stewardship team in Australia and New Zealand
to share learning and resources.

— We reduced our carbon footprint by 37% compared to 2007 and recorded significant reductions in air
travel and office electricity.

— We reduced paper consumption by 29% compared to 2007.
— Most recorded incidents in 2009 were minor and did not impact on the environment.

There are however some areas where we could do better. Areas for improvement and focus in 2010 are noted
throughout this section.

We recognise we can make the biggest difference in our client projects. Our work on sustainability integration
is addressed in the ‘Responsible governance’ section of the Report.

The Portland Wind Energy Project (PWEP) is a leading example of how large infrastructure projects can be and training.

delivered on-time and on-budget while actively engaging with and providing considerable environmental,
economic and social benefits to the local community. In recognition of this, the PWEP was a finalist at the
Victorian Engineering Excellence Awards 2009 for projects over $20 million.

The PWEP consists of 98 turbines spread over four sites near Portland, Victoria. The challenges associated with
designing and building such a vast project over 2059ha, even though the turbines took up only 1% of the land
area, were overcome by the combined efforts of Pacific Hydro, the project owner, and URS.

URS was commissioned by Pacific Hydro as the Owner’s Engineer to provide detailed site investigations and
engineering design and supervision services. Pacific Hydro also selected URS due to a common vision to have
a minimal environmental impact while being sensitive to local communities.

The sites chosen for the PWEP provided challenging environmental conditions when it came to construction,
including:

— geologically variable and complicated subsurface

— difficult site access and terrain

— restrictive conditions, such as culturally sensitive areas and protected vegetation species.

URS was engaged to provide a broad range of services and to assist with the approvals and construction of

the projects. URS’s high level of expertise and capability in the following areas were imperative to the success
of the project:

— traffic and transport studies

— project delivery advice

— specialised structural design

— geotechnical investigations

— road design

— construction quality assurance.

Currently the completed PWEP1, PWEP2 and PWEP3 have a combined capacity of 132MW, generating
electricity which is being fed into the National Electricity Grid. When all four sites are completed, the PWEP is
expected to have a total capacity of 186MW, producing enough clean electricity to power the equivalent of

around 120,000 homes annually and avoiding approximately 800,000t of greenhouse gas from the
atmosphere.

The objective of the assurance process is to evaluate whether URS Australia Limited’s (URS Australia) Report
on its Economic, Environmental and Social Performance for the year 2009 is an accurate and true
representation of the activities undertaken within the organisation. | have reviewed the Report as a specialist
consultant with client experience of undertaking report assurance and no other involvement in the
development of this Report. In undertaking my review, | have used the principles of materiality, completeness,
inclusivity and responsiveness, and have reflected the requirements of the AA 1000 Assurance Standard and
the G3 guidance from the Global Reporting Initiative. | was assisted in the assurance process by other URS
Australia technical staff, none of whom has been involved in the compilation of the Report.

Completeness
All quantitative data in the Report was collected in accordance with protocols developed in previous years.

Office representatives and financial staff collect the environmental data on an annual basis and is then peer
reviewed by internal technical specialists.

The Human Resources Manager, who sourced the information from the Human Resources Management
System and payroll, collected Human Resources data.

Consolidated financial data was extracted from the officially audited financial statements of the URS
Corporation Annual Report on Form 10—K.

A URS Australia staff member checked the data collection and assessment methodology for health safety and
environment, human resources and financial data against the protocols.

Materiality

The Report has attempted to represent the materiality of sustainability performance at URS Australia. How
URS determines the materiality of the issues addressed could be more transparent and more information on
how stakeholders respond to our performance would be useful.

An organisation chart showing the governance structure of URS Australia would be useful.

URS Australia needs to consider presenting more information on how URS has achieved its environmental
performance and how its performance builds a culture of environmentally responsible behaviour.

The Report has provided information against URS Australia’s eight sustainability goals. New targets were
identified for each goal area and these are expected to help improve performance in the future. An opportunity
exists to talk more about URS policies and strategies moving forward. Descriptions of the services URS provide
in the goal areas may be useful.

Inclusivity

Efforts have been made to ensure that URS Australia clients and employees will have access to the Report this
year. Some clients have not had access in previous years. There is evidence that URS Australia has focussed
significant effort in understanding stakeholder concerns, particularly in seeking feedback on the timeliness and
quality of deliverables. The Report does not identify the major clients with which URS Australia does business.
It is recommended that this be considered next year.

Responsiveness

There has been grass roots support from the organisation to promote sustainability. Staff have welcomed the
opportunity to be involved. The format and presentation of the Report is considered an improvement on
previous reports. The theme of the Report should be commented on throughout the Report.

Conclusions

In my opinion, URS Australia has provided an honest assessment of its Economic, Environmental and Social
Performance in the Things We Value 2009 Report. Progress has been made on meeting the AA 1000
requirements. In particular there is more evidence of reporting against all material issues, though further
transparency on how material issues are established would be welcome. Including more individual
contributions could be considered in improving inclusivity in the presentation of the Report.
